JUAN RAMOS is a Core Trainer with
A CALL TO MEN and has been
since our inception in 2005. Juan is
also the Senior Director of the na-
fions largest program for man-
dated domestic violence offender,
which is located in New York City.
In addition, Juan is a respected
and effective community leader in
the Borough of Brooklyn. He is in-
volved in many community issues
and activities. He is very active in
combating domestic and sexual vi-
olence as well as street harass-
ment. Juan has developed and
implemented anti-street harass-
ment campaigns in many New
York City apartment buildings, lob-
bies and hallways where men and
young men are sexually harassing
women. Through his non-profit or-
ganization, Community Driven Solu-
fions, Inc., Juan works fo engage
youth 17-21 who are involved in the
criminal justice system, formally in-
carcerated or disconnected from
their education sys-
tem.

Juan has also
been doing work to
organize communi-
fies in addressing the
issue of gang vio-
lence. Juan's ap-
proach in organizing
is much different and
calls for the inclusion
of gangs in the solu-
fion to the problem.
Through this work,
Juan has been asked
by several New York
City council members
fo bring his personal
experience, expertise and desire to
work with street organizations.
Juan also spends fime, advocating

for affordable housing and the in-
clusion of communities of color in
that process. He currently chairs
the Broadway Triangle Community
Coalition (B.T.C.C), a codlition
comprised of over forty commu-
nity-based organization in North
Brooklyn. The B.T.C.C currently is
challenging the city over a pro-
posed re-zoning, which the com-
munity believes will leave out a
significant amount of African
American and Lafino residents.

As co-chair of the NYC chapter
of the National Congress for Puerto
Rican Rights, Juan also continues
to advocate for the civil rights of
Puerto Rican and Latinos in NYC.

Juan also recently co-founded
the Brooklyn Latino Democratic
Club, which seeks to bring informa-
tion and Political awareness info
the Latino communities of Brooklyn,
while pushing for more Latino rep-
resentation in elections and the
electoral process.
